Policies and Procedures 
 

Alcohol 

Is to be consumed on leased lot only. No alcohol on beach. Noisy campers (whether they are 
drinking or not) are never welcome. Everyone should use decent language at all times. 
Bicycles 

Are to be ridden slowly around the park. No bicycles after dusk, unless equipped with headlights 
and tail reflectors. Are not to be ridden under entrance gate or up/down hill at entrance of park. 
Campfires 

Are allowed only in fire pits as constructed. They must be attended by an adult at all times, and 
extinguished before leaving the site or retiring for the night. All fires are to be extinguished by 
1:00am. 
Cars 

Maximum of 2 cars per lot.  Extra cars must park in designated areas and car pass must be fixed to 
the rear view mirror. No unregistered vehicles are allowed. Positively no cars are to be repaired, 
hood open, jacked, etc. on Pleasure Park RV Resort Inc property. Do not park in non-occupied 
campsites. 
Children are Parents Responsibility 

• Under 7 must be accompanied by an adult to the washrooms and showers 
• All children must be accompanied by an adult to the beach at all times 
• Under 17 must be on an adult supervised site by 10:00pm and may not be left in the resort 

at anytime without adult supervision. 
• Nobody is allowed in the playground or the swimming area after dark. 

Defacing or Vandalizing 

Defacing or vandalizing property of others is prohibited. Damage by any guest or registered family 
unit is the liability of the registrant. 
Facilities 

One picnic table and one fire rim per lot. Damage to vegetation, no matter how it is caused is 
strictly forbidden. The camper must camp within the limits of their rented site. No storage of boats 
and/or trailers is permitted on sites. Inquire at office for parking space. 
Fire Protection 

All trailers must be equipped with a fire extinguisher and smoke detectors as required by law. 
Garbage 

Household garbage only. No other garbage like decks, skids, fridges, cans of paint etc. Please no 
lawn chairs or BBQs. You are responsible to bring your own household garbage to the garbage bin 
located on Sunshine Crescent.   
General Conditions 

The policy of this campground is to provide family camping in a quiet, courteous atmosphere. Park 
management reserves the right to expel any individual or group failing to conform to park rules. If, 
in the opinion of Park Management, an individual or group engages in disruptive or undesirable 
behavior they will be expelled from the park without refund or compensation. 
The Campground, its officers, directors, managers, and employees shall not be liable for any loss, 
injury or damage to any possessions or persons, however caused. Use of the campground, its 
equipment and facilities is solely at your risk. 
No Motorcycles/Mini-bikes or ATVs 

Allowed on the campground property without specific authorization. 
Occupancy 

One Family, (mother, father and unmarried children 15 and under living at home) per lot. Lots 
cannot be sublet or used by persons other than registered campers and those family members 
included in the registered family unit. 
Pleasure Park reserves the right to use any seasonal lot, which has been paid for, but vacated, if 
necessary. 
Office Hours 

9:00am-7:00pm during busy season. Please verify with office for off-season time. 
Pets 

Must be leashed at all times and accompanied by a current rabies certificate. Poop and Scoop is 
strictly required and disposed of in large garbage bin located on sunshine crescent. Pets are not 
allowed in the playground, on the beach, around water sources, in the washrooms or store. Pets are 
not to be left unattended in your trailer or on your site. Owners of noisy pets will be asked to 
remove their pet from the campground. Please ask your visitors to leave their pets at home. 
Prohibited 

Absolutely no fireworks, slingshots, bow and arrows, pellet or air guns and firearms. 
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Quiet Hours: 11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. Quiet means quiet enough for your immediate neighbors 
to be undisturbed. No loud talking, radios, TV or other noise. 
Responsibility 

Campers are at all times responsible for the safety and conduct of their family and visitors. 
Speed Limit: 10 km/hour 
THEFT & VANDALISM 

There is a zero tolerance policy in effect of any acts of theft & vandalism within the resort.  In the 
event that an Occupant, their family, guests or visitors are caught vandalizing or defacing property 
or stealing, the Occupants License of Occupation will be immediately terminated and the occupant 
and RV will be evicted from the resort without refund or adjustment of the seasonal site fee.  
Visitors 

Must register upon arrival and leave before 10:00 pm. 
Are the responsibilities of the camper and are not permitted in the absence of the camper. 
Overnight guests must register no later than 6:00 pm and pay overnight fees. No visitors allowed in 
after 6:00 pm unless previously arranged with office.
